The Original Freddy® Media & Standards Guide Quick Tips

Getting Started

This disk contains an interactive pdf file to provide you with Original Freddy imagery, logos, graphic elements, audio and video. You will need Adobe Acrobat or Adobe Acrobat Reader to use the pdf version of the Guide. If you don’t have either, you can install Adobe’s free version of Reader from this disk. Open the folder titled Adobe Acrobat Reader Installers and select the installer for your computer’s operating system.

Once you’ve installed Adobe Acrobat Reader, double click the file named TOF-Media&StandardsGuide.pdf to begin reviewing Freddy’s Media & Standards Guide. 

Browsing the Guide

This pdf version contains the same 40 pages found in Freddy’s printed guide. With the scroll bar or the arrows at the bottom of the pdf pages, browse our interactive version. To see detail, enlarge images with the magnification tool. 

Downloading an Image

As you browse, look for the blue arrows—they let you know that a photo, logo or graphic element has a downloadable archive of files.  Once you select an image, move your cursor over that image until a pointing finger appears and then click to begin downloading the image archive to your desktop.

About the Archive and Content

Each archive file is in zip format which is compatible with both Mac and PC operating systems. Once the zip archive is downloaded it should be ready for immediate use. Depending on the type of imagery downloaded—photography or vector-based graphics— you will have access to different image sizes and modes.

Most photographs are supplied in large, medium and small file sizes. A chart on the inside of the back cover indicates a file size recommended for use relative to final printed dimensions. Each size of an image is supplied as RGB, CMYK and Grayscale modes—all individually adjusted for maximum color and value. A large digital file is not available for a few of the photos.

Vector-based files are supplied in two versions—CMYK and grayscale. All grayscale files have been adjusted in value for optimum print performance. In addition these files have been saved in Adobe Illustrator Legacy 8.0, a format that allows for increased versatility across applications and operating platforms.

Should you have any trouble downloading file archives through the pdf, files can also be accessed directly from the “Files” folder on this disk. Find the image number in the printed catalog and then locate that same number in the “Files” folder and drag it to your computer desktop. The copy will be a zipped archive; double click it to unzip the archive and a folder with files ready for use will appear on your computer desktop.
